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Parable of the Builders 
Matthew 7: 24-27
I. The Foolish Builder

Even in the foolish builder, there are elements that are commendable.                                                               (He was not a neglector of religious things altogether.) 

· He selected a site, and built a house, seeing it to completion. 

· There is no indication that his house was in any way inferior to the other, except for the foundation. 

But he failed in the following things: 
· Rather than accurately calculating the trials that his house would endure, he planned only for the present, and for fair weather. 

· He neglected to select a safe and secure foundation. 

Applying this parable, many people are satisfied with a form of religion, neglecting to prepare for times of temptation, affliction, or death. 
Rather than choosing a firm foundation for their faith, they settle for something less. 
Rather than basing their faith on the firm foundation of Christ, errors in judgment are made.

II. The Wise Builder

The rock upon which the wise man built was the Lord Jesus Christ. 
To build on such a foundation implies:

1. A knowledge of Christ's character, person, offices, and work. 

2. A rejection of all things else as a basis for hope. 

3. A dependence on Christ for pardon, acceptance, and eternal life. 

4. Belief, conformity, and obedience to Christ's authority; not only hearing but doing the things that he commands.

III. Life Application
What we should do as a true believer:

1. Have faith on the sacrifice and righteousness of Jesus Christ rather than in our own righteousness. 
2. Keep Lord Jesus as the basis of our hope and build our works on those of our Lord,. 

3. Get acquaintance with the Lord’s Spirit and power not just the name and form of religion. 

4. Public profession of religion, with obedience to the Savior.
