b. Excuses, Excuses (Lk 14:18-20)

c. Bring in the Poor and Crippled from the Streets (Lk 14:21)

d. Compel Them to Come from the Country Roads (Lk 14:22-23)

e. None of Those Invited Will Taste the Banquet (Lk 14:24)
f. The one without the wedding garment also will be punished. (Mat 22:11-14)
What Does the Parable Mean?

1. Rejection and Insult (faced by God)
2. Mercy and Grace (extended by God)
3. Evangelism (expected of men)
4. Judgment awaits (who do not respond)
5. Lame Excuses (cheating one self and will not help any way)
6. God's Grace need to be reverend and appreciated. 
The Five important characters to be observed in these Parables:

1. The one who sent the invitation

2. Those who rejected the invitation

3. The servants who obeyed the master
4. Those outsiders who were invited

5. The person who attended the banquet without wearing the wedding garment.

1. How credible are the invited guests' excuses for not coming? Who do the invited guests in the parable represent? (14:18-20)
2. Why is the host angry? (14:21) 

3. The host commands his servant to invite the poor and outcast both inside the town and outside in the rural areas. Who do these two groups probably represent? 

4. Why is the host urgent about his invitation in 14:21-23? 

5. Why the man without the wedding garment was was punished?
6. How does this parable illustrate the Father's judgment and his mercy?
