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The Parables of the Fig tree
There are approximately 30 references to The Fig tree in the Bible  and approximately 50 references to a vine. Some are literal and some metaphorical.
1. The cursing of the barren fig tree by Jesus (Matthew 21:18-22), (Mark 11) 

2. The parable of the barren fig tree (Luke 13:6-9) 

3. The parable of the budding fig tree (Mar 13:28-29), (Mat 24:32-33), (Luke 21:29-31) 

I. The Barren Fig Tree (Mat 21:18-22, Mark 11:12-14, 20-24) (Expectation)
Towards the end of March the leaves begin to appear, and in about a week the foliage coating is complete there appears quite a crop of small knobs, not the real figs, but a kind of early forerunner called taqsh. They grow to the size of green almonds, in which condition they are eaten by peasants and others when hungry. But if the leaves appear without any taqsh, that is a sign that there will be no figs. Since Jesus found "nothing but leaves" — leaves without any taqsh — he knew that "it was an absolutely hopeless, fruitless fig tree" and said as much.

Christ looked to find some fruit but he found none. He made this fig-tree an example, not to the trees, but to the men of that generation. It was a figure of the doom upon the Jewish church, to which he came seeking fruit, the fruit of repentance (Luke 3:8)  but found none...The disciples could not think why that fig-tree should so soon wither away; but all wither who reject Christ; it represented the state of the Jewish church. We should rest in no religion that does not make us fruitful in good works
II. The Barren Fig tree (Luke 13:6-9) (Grace)
Indicates the Grace period being extended to bear the fruit of repentence/ fruit of the spirit, as Christ interceeds for the one who is not yet fruitfull. Yet it cannot be extended for ever.
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III.The Buding Fig tree Mat 24: 32-33, Mar 13: 28-29, Luke 21: 29-31

2. The second coming of Christ will follow the tribulation period.
3. All beiliever should decern and be ready and spread the Gospel.
