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The Parable of the Shrewd Manager Luke 16: 1-13
This parable must be read with care. Jesus isn't really extolling the virtues of dishonesty. The point of the parable is to teach forethought, and that is what was found to be commendable in the dishonest manager. He calculated, arranged, and acted for his future
Jesus acknowledges that the children of the world are wiser than the children of light, at least in the dealings of the world. He concludes by saying that the disciples should make use of their wealth, talent etc to redeem people so that, they might be welcomed by them when they enter their eternal dwelling.
Keep your eyes fixed on eternity
· As the racer on the goal 

· As the mariner on his port 

· As the traveler on his home 

· As the laborer on the end of the day 

Act for eternity
· Build a good foundation by building on the Lord Jesus Christ alone 

· Prepare for eternity 

· Conduct yourself as one whose mind is on eternity 

Learn to use the time, skills and talents that God has given you
· Consider the attributes of worldly men 

· Consider the uncertainty of the present 

· Consider the character of the future 

Prefer eternal good to temporary good
Application of the parable
· Learn from those who are wise and prudent in earthly/ eternal things 

· Encourage everyone, for their reward is nearer every day 

· Urge the worldly to a better choice 

· Urge the thoughtless to become shrewd
